Two weeks in the minimum time we
recommend for taking this amazing
journey. The mileage between days
gets longer the further west you trav-
el due to great distances between
towns and man-made attractions.
Natural beauty is at every turn.

The itineraries places you in a location
at the end of the day where attrac-
tions are numerous and can be seen
well past traditional closing times.
